Kintamani View, Travel to Kintamani, highland area in the north of East Bali.

This area is known 

for its breathtaking landscapes. Watching the Barong Dance program.

The Bedugul Garden, officially Bali Botanic Garden (Kebun Raya Bali), 

is Indonesia's largest botanical garden, a cool highland sanctuary in Bedugul 

(around 1300m) known for diverse tropical plants, including orchids, begonias, 

bamboos, and ferns, alongside rainforest trails, lakes (like Bratan), and views of 

the Ulun Danu Temple, functioning as a research center and popular spot for 

nature walks, picnics, and enjoying the misty mountain atmosphere. 

 

The Handara Gate in Bali is an iconic, towering split gate with traditional 

Balinese architecture, famous for its intricate stone carvings, set amidst lush, 

misty mountains and tropical forests, serving as a popular, picturesque photo 

spot at the entrance to Handara Golf & Resort in the Bedugul highlands, 

symbolizing harmony and serving as a gateway to nature and culture.  

 

Tanah Lot is a famous ancient Hindu Sea temple in Bali, Indonesia, perched 

dramatically on a rock formation off the coast, known for its stunning sunsets, 

unique offshore setting, and significance as a cultural icon and pilgrimage site 

dedicated to sea gods, with crashing waves often surrounding the base. Dinner 

at Indian Restaurant. Overnight in Kuta.

Afterwards experience the Kecak dance, a dramatic Balinese performance 

featuring a large male chorus chanting "cak-cak-cak" to create hypnotic 

rhythms, telling stories from the Hindu epic Ramayana without musical 

instruments, and often culminating in a fire dance. Performed at dusk, bare-

chested men in loincloths form concentric circles, enacting scenes like the 

abduction of Sita by Ravana and Hanuman's rescue mission, with expressive 

hand movements and a powerful vocal score replacing traditional instruments 

for a captivating cultural spectacle. Dinner at Indian Restaurant. Overnight in 

Kuta.
