Day 0  
 Fly and meet in Delhi Airport.  
 
Day 1 – Arrival in Helsinki (D)

Begin your day with a visit to Ranua Wildlife Park is one of the top attractions in Finnish Lapland, 
located about 1 hour from Rovaniemi. It’s famous for showcasing Arctic wildlife in natural forest 
surroundings. the magical Santa Claus Village, where you can cross the legendary Arctic Circle and soak 
in the festive charm of this winter wonderland. Spend some leisure time exploring the village, visiting 
Santa’s post office, and capturing memorable moments. 

An exciting Arctic experience awaits you — enjoy either a traditional reindeer safari or a short husky ride, 
offering a glimpse into Lapland’s unique culture and lifestyle. 

Later, continue your scenic journey by coach to Saariselkä (approx. 3 hours), surrounded by pristine snow-
covered landscapes and untouched wilderness. Upon arrival, check in to your hotel and unwind. 

Savor a warm local dinner and relax amidst the serene beauty of the Arctic.

Day 3 – Saariselkä to Honningsvåg(B,D)

scheduled comfort stops along the way to ensure a relaxed and enjoyable experience. 

Upon arrival, check in to your hotel and take some time to unwind. 

In the evening, set out for an unforgettable excursion to the legendary North Cape, one of the 
northernmost points in Europe. Here, towering cliffs meet the icy Arctic Ocean, offering breathtaking 
panoramic views and a true sense of standing at the edge of the world. 

Return to the hotel after this remarkable experience and enjoy a warm local dinner.

Day 4 – Honningsvåg to Alta (B,D) 

After breakfast, check out from the hotel and begin your scenic journey towards Alta. En route, make a 
brief orientation stop at Hammerfest, one of the world’s northernmost towns, for photo opportunities 
amidst stunning Arctic surroundings. 

Continue your drive through dramatic landscapes to Alta, a serene northern haven known for its vast skies 
and untouched wilderness. Upon arrival, check in to your hotel and take some time to relax. 

In the evening, set out on an exciting Northern Lights chase excursion, venturing into the Arctic night in 
search of the magical Aurora Borealis, dancing across the sky.

Day 5 – Alta to Kiruna (B,D) 

After breakfast, check out from the hotel and continue your Arctic journey towards Kiruna, crossing into 
the scenic landscapes of Swedish Lapland. 

En route, visit the world-famous Icehotel Jukkasjärvi, a remarkable architectural wonder crafted entirely 
from ice and snow. Explore its beautifully sculpted interiors, artistic suites, and unique installations — a 
true testament to Arctic creativity.

 Day 6 – Kiruna to Tromso (B,D)

Continue your journey through dramatic landscapes with scenic stops along the way, crossing fjords and 
snow-covered terrain. 

Upon arrival in Tromsø, check in to your hotel and relax.
